What information do we collect? 

We collect information from you when you register on our site or fill out the Support form. 

When registering on our site or filling out the Support form, as appropriate, you may be asked to enter your name, password, e-mail address or phone number. You may, however, visit our site anonymously.
The information you provide is used to fulfill you specific request. 

Our site does not collect any information relating to your PTC accounts. We advise you, when registering on our site to use login and password different from those of your PTC accounts. 

How do we protect your information?

We are committed to ensuring that your information is secure. In order to prevent unauthorized access or disclosure we have put in place suitable physical, electronic and managerial procedures to safeguard and secure the information we collect online.

Please note that we do NOT store credit/debit card numbers, nor do we share customer details with any 3rd parties.
In fact, your credit card or PayPal account information never passes through our site - it is captured directly by our payment services provider, PayPal.
Log Files

Like many other Web sites, www.buxpanel.com  makes use of log files. These files merely logs visitors to the site - usually a standard procedure for hosting companies and a part of hosting services' analytics. The information inside the log files includes internet protocol (IP) addresses, browser type, Internet Service Provider (ISP), date/time stamp, referring/exit pages, and possibly the number of clicks. This information is used to analyze trends, administer the site, track user's movement around the site, and gather demographic information. IP addresses and other such information are not linked to any information that is personally identifiable. 


How we use cookies 


A cookie is a small file which asks permission to be placed on your computer's hard drive.
